Live web
cameras show lions, elephants and orangutans
eating and playing. You can send a video
postcard of the images or check out still photos
of other animals and learn details on each
species’ diet and habitat. Getting attached? The
site lets you adopt an elephant in the wild and
monitor your pachyderm through satellite
tracking.
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
